
Lesson:  Local Value
Grade Level: Beginning
# of Classes: 5
Objectives:

1. SWBAT create a charcoal drawing using charcoal smudging techniques.  AZ Visual Arts Standards, S1, C2, PO 101.  “Identify and experiment with materials, tools and techniques within his or her own artwork”. 
2. SWBAT create a charcoal drawing that shows the local value of different objects.  AZ visual Arts Standards, S1, C2, PO 102.  “Use materials, tools and techniques appropriately in his or her own artwork”. 
3. SWBAT create a charcoal drawing that shows cast shadows, core shadows and highlights. AZ Visual Arts Standards, S1, C3, PO 102.  “Identify and use elements and principles in his or her own artwork”.
Key Vocab:  Chalk, Charcoal, Smudging, Value, Local Value, Core Value, Proportion, Placement, Plumming

Introduction:  In this lesson, the students will be learning the basic techniques of how to draw with charcoal.  The instructor will show a PowerPoint Presentation that shows the different visual effects that are associated with charcoal drawings.  Instructor will use this time to highlight the use of local values within the drawing.
Phase 1, “I Do” (Day 1):  After the slide show, the instructor will review how to draw cylinders on the board through using Plumming to get the proportion and placement of the objects down correctly.
Phase 2, “We do” (Day 1): After Phase 1, students will begin drawing the still life set up in pencil on their piece of paper.  As students work through phase 2, Instructor will break the students into small groups and give a demonstration on how to use chalk, charcoal and smudging to create the local value of the cylinders in the still life.  Formative Assessment:  On the students drawings, they will mark which cylinder is white, gray and black and will outline the cast shadows and highlights on each of these shapes.   

Phase 3, “You do” (Day 4-10):  After Phase 2, students will begin using their chalk and charcoal to start filling in the areas of their cylinder with the value that is most appropriate for their drawing.  Students should take care to use smudging to create gradient values where appropriate, but must not over smudge their shapes. 
Phase 4 “Differentiate” (Day 1-10):  Through working the room as the students are going through the processes and evaluating the Formative Assessment from phase 2, the instructor will be able to gauge the level of student understanding.  If the instructor sees that there are students that are having problems with this process, the instructor can clarify/re-teach or give suggestions on ways the process can be improved. 

Evaluation:

Students will be evaluated on their use of smudging to create their drawing, their use of local value and their use of core shadows, cast shadows and highlights in their drawing.

	SWBAT create a charcoal drawing using charcoal smudging techniques


	Students use of smudging is overdone, causing the majority of the shapes to be the same shade of gray. 
	Student creates a charcoal drawing through using smudging techniques, but the application of the smudging is uncontrolled and sloppy in some areas. 
	Student successfully creates a charcoal drawing that has both flat and gradient values through using smudging techniques. 

	SWBAT create a charcoal drawing that shows the local value of different objects.


	Student creates a drawing where all three cylinders are very close to the same value. 
	Students use charcoal to create local values upon the 3 cylinders, but two of the cylinders are very close to each other in value. 
	Students successfully use charcoal to clearly delineate the difference in local values between a white, gray and black cylinder. 

	SWBAT create a charcoal drawing that shows cast shadows, core shadows and highlights. 


	There is no evidence of core values, highlights or cast shadows in the students drawing. 
	Student creates core values, highlights and cast shadows in their drawing, but there are instances where these value differences blend in to the local value in their drawing. 
	Student successfully creates core values, highlights and cast shadows over the top of the local value in their drawing.
